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WHAT IS “FICTION" AND “NON-FICTION’’?

Fiction books are stories that usually come from a writer’s
imagination. For example, have you ever seen a talking dragon in real
life? Even if you have not, you might see it in a Fiction book.

Non-Fiction books contain facts and tell you about things that you
can see, feel and hear in the world around you. If you want to learn
more about topics like animals or the weather, look for Non-Fiction books.

Q Use the book’s call number to locate books in the library.
The call number for Fiction books is the first three letters of the
author’s surname. The call number for Non-Fiction books is a
Dewey Decimal Classification (DDC) number, followed by the first
three letters of the author’s surname.
