o Ask the children if they know of any fairy tales.

STORY READING QUESTIONS

e As you read the story, pause and ask these guiding questions:
o Would you have spoken up if you were at the parade? What would
you do if someone tried to shush you?

5. CLASS DISCUSSION

e As a class, discuss what it means to be honest and brave.
e Ask the children how they feel when someone helps them.
e Ask the children what they would do if they saw someone doing
something that might hurt other people.
e Discuss scenarios on when to speak up and inform an adult if they see
something wrong. For example:
o Seeing a classmate push another classmate.
o Seeing someone take something that isn't theirs.
e Explain that honesty does not mean that you have to be rude, and
that honesty can help make things better.

4. COLOURING ACTIVITY

e Print and distribute the colouring sheet on the next page for the
children to complete.

5. CLOSING

e Reiterate the importance of honesty and bravery.
e Remind the children that speaking up can help to improve their lives
and the lives of others around them.
